· Boys have been using the weight room and doing their running.   October / November they will start cracking down and play more soccer.
· Adjustments have been made to accommodate the cut back in coaches and they have combined the programs so now all grades are together and have the same class time. (Freshman, Sophomores, Juniors and Seniors).  

· Based on the number of kids enrolled on the boys side there he still doesn’t know if there will be 2 or 3 teams.   He only has 10 freshman enrolled but there might be 5-7 coming over from football so he will have a better idea in November as to how many teams.  
· After Thanksgiving the boys will most likely begin practicing after school not sure about the freshman yet but most likely they will too.

· Discussed coaching changes and drop of numbers enrolled in soccer with the new Eastview opening so now it will just be him and Coach Wall assisting.

· Governor’s Cup – GHS will share the fields with Eastview.  We won’t use McMasters or Southwestern for the Governor’s cup.  The concessions will go to whichever school concession has games scheduled.  He has 32-36 schools signed up for the tournament and he is working on the schedules.  90% of the tournament fees are paid to the referees.

Coach McBride
· McBride is coaching the Girls Volleyball and Soccer programs for the first time at GHS so he’s been extremely busy.  On the girls side due to the lower number of students this year enrolled in soccer he will only have 2 teams a Varsity and JV Team.  He currently has 15 seniors, 14 juniors 6 sophomores and 10 freshmen.  

· The girls are working on training and sessions where he is doing 6 week assessment so they know where they stand.

· Schedules are complete they are looking at 3 tournaments and will most likely play on Tuesday nights.

· Governor’s Cup – he is finalizing the teams they have 36 schools participating.

· Jeff Seiders asked Coach about the DVD that was used at one of McBride’s prior schools to see if the soccer club wants to do something like that for the banquet and have them available for the kids to purchase at the banquet.  It would be done by an intern or someone possibly at Southwestern.  A suggestion was made that Mr.  Murske makes them for the banquets and see if that is a possible. · Wall and Kidd will remain as coaches at GHS and Litterst will be at Eastview.  Nice stadium will be built at Eastview and that will be their home field.  There will be one soccer class next year, third period.
